Now when all the nation had finished crossing the Jordan, the LORD spoke to
Joshua, saying, "Take for yourselves twelve men from the people, one man
from each tribe, and command them, saying, ‘Take up for yourselves twelve
stones from here out of the middle of the Jordan, from the place where the
priests' feet are standing firm, and carry them over with you and lay them
down in the lodging place where you will lodge tonight.'" So Joshua called
the twelve men whom he had appointed from the sons of Israel, one man
from each tribe; and Joshua said to them, "Cross again to the ark of the
LORD your God into the middle of the Jordan, and each of you take up a
stone on his shoulder, according to the number of the tribes of the sons of
Israel. Now the people came up from the Jordan on the tenth of the first
month and camped at Gilgal on the eastern edge of Jericho. Those twelve
stones which they had taken from the Jordan, Joshua set up at Gilgal. He
said to the sons of Israel, "When your children ask their fathers in time to
come, saying, ‘What are these stones? then you shall inform your children,
saying, ‘Israel crossed this Jordan on dry ground.' "For the LORD your God
dried up the waters of the Jordan before you until you had crossed, just as the
LORD your God had done to the Red Sea, which He dried up before us until
we had crossed; that all the peoples of the earth may know that the hand of
the LORD is mighty, so that you may fear the LORD your God forever.*

Hebrews 11:3-7 What is Belief-

By faith we understand that the worlds were prepared by the
word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things
which are visible. By faith Abel offered to God a better
sacrifice than Cain, through which he obtained the testimony
that he was righteous, God testifying about his gifts, and
through faith, though he is dead, he still speaks. By faith
Enoch was taken up so that he would not see death; AND HE
WAS NOT FOUND BECAUSE GOD TOOK HIM UP; for he
obtained the witness that before his being taken up he was
pleasing to God. And without faith it is impossible to
please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He
is and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him. By
faith Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen,
in reverence prepared an ark for the salvation of his
household, by which he condemned the world, and became an
heir of the righteousness which is according to faith.
