sophronos – With sound mind.
 … To possess control over one’s mind, desires, passions and appetites … (cf. Titus 2:1,4,6; 1 Thessalonians 5:6,8)
 Must THINK RIGHT. 2 Corinthians 10:5; Philippians 4:8
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dikaios – “doing justly” and “the right conduct; of what is right; by the right standard.”
 Uses of this word.

◦ Character and work of God. Psalms 50:6
◦ Work and death of Christ. Romans 5:18
◦ Revelation of the word of God. Psalms 119:172◦ Individuals who understand, believe, and DO the will of God. Psalms 23; Acts. 10:35; cf. Romans 10:3 & Matthew 7:21-23

eusebos – Piously: … signifies a devout, pious manner of living.
