© Requires two kinds of faith:
 One that saves: (Non-working, inactive, wholly trusting)
 One that keeps us saved. (Working, active, obedient)
¢ Weare not saved by a dead faith and kept saved by a live
faith!
* NOTE: Ephesians 4:5 One faith that saves!
