God
raised Him up on the third day ...” (Acts 10:39-40)

“... they took Him down from the cross and laid Him in a tomb. But
God raised Him from the dead ...” (Acts 13:29-30)

HE LIVES

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives in Heaven

“And after He had said these things, He was lifted up while they
were looking on, and a cloud received Him out of their sight. And as
they were gazing intently into the sky while He was going,
behold, two men in white clothing stood beside them. They also
said, ‘Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This
Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in
just the same way as you have watched Him go into heaven.”
(Acts 1:9-11)

He lives at the right hand of God

“Therefore having been exalted to the right hand of God, and having
received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He

has poured forth this which you both see and hear. For it was not
David who ascended into heaven, but he himself says: ‘THE LORD SAID
TO MY LORD, “SIT AT MY RIGHT HAND, UNTIL | MAKE YOUR ENEMIES A
FOOTSTOOL FOR YOUR FEET.””” (Acts 2:33-35)

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives at the right hand of God

“Sa then, when the Lord Jesus had spoken to them, He was received
up into heaven and sat down at the right hand of God.”
(Mark 16:19)

“Now the main point in what has been said is this: we have stich
a high priest, who has taken His seat at the right hand of the throne
of the Majesty in the heavens, a minister in the sanctuary and in
the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, not man.”
(Hebrews 8:1-2)

“He is the one whom God exalted to His right hand as a Prince and a
Savior, to grant repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins.”
(Acts 5:31)

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives at the right hand of God

“But being full of the Holy Spirit, he gazed intently into heaven and
saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of
God; and he said, ‘Behold, | see the heavens opened up and the Son
of Man standing at the right hand of God.”” (Acts 7:55-56)

“... Christ Jesus is He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at
the right hand of God, who also intercedes for us.” (Romans 8:34h)

“Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the
things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God.”
(Colossians 3:1)

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives at the right hand of God

“... but He, having offered one sacrifice for sins for all time, SAT DOWN
AT THE RIGHT HAND OF GOD, waiting from that time onward UNTIL HIS
ENEMIES BE MADE A FOOTSTOOL FOR His FEET.” (Hebrews 10:12-13)

“... fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who
for the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame,
and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.”
(Hebrews 12:2)

“Corresponding to that, baptism now saves you — not the removal
of dirt from the flesh, but an appeal to God for a good conscience —
through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who is at the right hand of

God, having gone into heaven, after angels and authorities and

powers had been subjected to Him.” (1 Peter 3:21-22)

HE LIVES

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives with the Father

“Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in God, believe also in
Me. In My Father’s house are many dwelling places; if it were not
so, | would have told you; for | go to prepare a place for you. If | go
and prepare a place for you, | will come again and receive you to
Myself, that where | am, there you may be also. And you know the
way where | am going.” Thomas said to Him, ‘Lord, we do not know
where You are going, how do we know the way?’ Jesus said to him,
‘I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the
Father but through Me.”” (John 14:1-6)

“Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory
which | had with You before the world was.” (John 17:5)

HE LIVES

WHERE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives with the Father, & plans to bring us there to be with Him!

“Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is truth. As You sent Me into
the world, | also have sent them into the world. For their sakes
I sanctify Myself, that they themselves also may be sanctified in
truth. | do not ask on behalf of these alone, but for those also who
believe in Me through their word; that they may all be one; even as
You, Father, are in Me and | in You, that they also may be in Us, so
that the world may believe that You sent Me. The glory which You
have given Me | have given to them, that they may be one, just as
We are one; | in them and You in Me, that they may be perfected irn
unity, so that the world may know that You sent Me, and loved
them, even as You have loved Me. Father, | desire that they also,
whom You have given Me, be with Me where | am, so that they may
see My glory which You have given Me, for You loved Me before the
foundation of the world.” (John 17:17-24)

WHERE ELSE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives everywhere

He lives with the contrite and lowly of spirit

He lives in us!

“I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer | who live,

but Christ lives in me; and the life which | now live in the flesh |

live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself
up for me.” (Galatians 2:20)

“For indeed He was crucified because of weakness, yet He lives
because of the power of God. For we also are weak in Him, yet
we will live with Him because of the power of God directed
toward you. Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith;
examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this about
yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you — unless indeed you fail
the test?” (2 Corinthians 13:4-5)

WHERE ELSE DOES HE LIVE?
He lives in us!

“Qr da you not know that all of us who have been baptized into
Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore we have
been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as Christ
was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too

might walk in newness of life. For if we have become united with

Him in the likeness of His death, certainly we shall also be in the

likeness of His resurrection, knowing this, that our old self was

crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away
with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin; for he who has
died is freed from sin. Now if we have died with Christ, we believe
that we shall also live with Him, knowing that Christ, having been
raised from the dead, is never to die again; death no longer is
master over Him. For the death that He died, He died to sin once for
all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. Even so consider
yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus.”
(Romans 6:3-11)

WE WILL LIVE WITH HIM!

“For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God
will bring with Him those who have fallen asleep in Jesus. For
this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are
alive and remain until the coming of the Lord, will not precede
those who have fallen asleep. For the Lord Himself will descend
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and
with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first.
Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up together
with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we
shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another
with these words.” (1 Thessalonians 4:14-18)

WE WILL LIVE WITH HIM!

“Then he showed me a river of the water of life, clear as

crystal, coming from the throne of God and of the Lamb, in the
middle of its street. On either side of the river was the tree of
life, bearing twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit every month;
