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Purpose Of Parables Has Irony

To Teach – Mark 4:1-2, “He began to teach again by the sea. And 
such a very large crowd gathered to Him that He got into a boat in 
the sea and sat down; and the whole crowd was by the sea on the 
land. And He was teaching them many things in parables, and was 
saying to them in His teaching…”

To Identify Those That Will Not Learn/Understand - Matthew 
13:10-13, “And the disciples came and said to Him, ‘Why do You 
speak to them in parables?’ Jesus answered them, ‘To you it has 
been granted to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but 
to them it has not been granted. For whoever has, to him more 
shall be given, and he will have an abundance; but whoever does 
not have, even what he has shall be taken away from him. 
Therefore I speak to them in parables; because while seeing they 
do not see, and while hearing they do not hear, nor do they 
understand.’”
