Two important points to learn regarding this allegory:

2. How does one obtain this “freedom™ in Christ?

a. One can be made free from the bondage of sin by a

knowledge “of the truth. (Jno. 8:31-36)

b. One is made free from sin by obedience to that form or

pattern of teaching done by Paul. (Rom. 6:16-18)
(1) = The/“form” of teaching that delivers from sin is set
forth in Rom. 6:3-11.
(2)  The form is the death, burial, and resurrection of
Christ. If one is free from the bondage of sin he has the
freedom that Gal. 4 speaks of. §°o
